Affidavit For Undocumented Immigrant Student Tuition Rate

ii. annually during the period, if any, between graduation from high school and enrolling in a community college; and

iii. 1 will continue to submit proof of tax filings each year | am enrolled at the community college;
4. 1am enrolling at this institution not later than 4 years after graduating from high school or receiving a GED;
5. I will file an application to become a permanent resident within 30 days after becoming eligible to do so.

6. | have registered with the Selective Service System. (This applies to all males 18 and older. You must submit a copy of proof

of selective service registration. This can be obtained from your local post office).
